GLOBALCOM Setup Instructions to support Delta GAP Languages

These instructions describe how to setup a vACS system to support the Delta GAP languages.  All steps contained below should be completed on the computer running the vACS service.
Add DeltaGAP user

1. Open the Control Panel and select User Accounts.

2. Click on Manage Another Account to open the Manage Accounts form.

3. If the DeltaGAP account does not already exist, click on the “Create new account” option.

4. On the Create New Account form, set the account name to DeltaGAP (mind the case).  Make sure that Standard User is selected and press the Create Account button.  
5. On the Manage Accounts form, click on the DeltaGAP user account to open the Change An Account form.

6. On the Change An Account form click on the “Create a password” option.

7. On this form, set the password to Delta12345! (mind the case).  Press the Create Password button to associate the account with the new password and return to the Change An Account for the DeltaGAP user.

8. Close the Change An Account window.

Prepare the GLOBALCOM system to support the Delta Languages
1. Navigate to the Messages directory (usually D:\Messages or C:\Messages).

2. Check to see if sub-directories Lang101, Lang102, and Lang103 exist.  If they do not exist, add them to the Messages directory.

3. Close all instances of the SMC.

4. Open the C:\IED\Services\vACS.xml file.

5. Find the Languages node within this file and add the following elements to this node:

 <Language Desc="Delta1" LangCode="Lang101" IED_Code="101" pdrp_enabled="False"></Language>

 <Language Desc="Delta2" LangCode="Lang102" IED_Code="102" pdrp_enabled="False"></Language>

<Language Desc="Delta3" LangCode="Lang103" IED_Code="103" pdrp_enabled="False"></Language>
6. Restart the vACS service (or reboot the entire GLOBALCOM device).
Setup the DeltaGAP FTP server.

1. Open the Control Panel and select Administrative Tools.

2. In the Administrative Tools window, open the Internet Information Services (IIS) Manager.

3. Expand the menu in the Connections pane.

4. Expand the Sites folder.

5. If a DeltaGAP site does not already exist, right click on the Sites folder and select “Add FTP Site”.  (If “Add FTP Site” is not an option in the right click list on a Server2012 system, close the IIS manager and complete the steps in the “Install FTP on Windows Server 2012” section of this document.  Then return to step 1 of the “Setup the Delta GAP FTP Server”.)
6. Set the FTP Site Name to DeltaGAP (mind the case).

7. Set the Physical Path to the top level messages directory (usually D:\Messages or C:\Messages).

8. Press “Next” to move to the “Binding and SSL Settings” form.

9. Set IP Address to All Unassigned.

10. Set Port to 3040

11. Ensure that the “Enable virtual host names” option is not enabled.
12. Ensure that the “Start FTP site automatically” is enabled.

13. Select “No SSL”.

14. Press “Next” to move to the “Authentication and Authorization Information” form.

15. Set Authentication to Basic.

16. Use the drop down menu under the “Allow Access To” to select “Specified Users”.

17. In the text box under the “Specified Users” selection, type the name of the new Delta GAP user created in part 1 of this document.  (DeltaGAP).

18. Under “Permissions” select “Read”.

19. Press “Finish” to close the form and create the new FTP site.

20. Back on the IIS form, expand the new DeltaGAP site.

21. Under the DeltaGAP site, select the Lang101 directory.

22. In the center pane, double click on the “FTP Authorization” icon to open the FTP Authorization Rules form.

23. Double click on the FTP Authorization Rule to open the Edit Allow Authorization Rule.

24. Enable the “Write” permission on this rule and click OK.

25. Repeat steps 21 thru 24 for Lang102 and Lang103.

26. Click on the “Sites” folder in the “Connections” pane.

27. In the center pane, ensure that the DeltaGAP site shows a status of “Started”.  If it does not, select the DeltaGAP site in the center pane and click on “Start” in the “Actions” pane.

28. Close IIS Manager and start using the DeltaGAP FTP site and language directories.

Install FTP on Windows Server 2012

1. On the Start screen, click the Server Manager tile, then click Yes.

2. In the Server Manager Dashboard, click Add roles and features.

3. If the Before you begin page of Add Roles and Features Wizard is displayed, click Next.

4. On the Select installation type page, select Role-based or feature-based installation, and click Next.

5. On the Select destination server page, select Select a server from the server pool, select your server from the Server Pool list, and then click Next.

6. On the Select server roles page, expand the Web Server (IIS) node, and then expand the FTP Server node.

7. Select the FTP Server check box and the FTP Service check box, and then click Next.

8. On the Select features page, click Next.

9. On the Confirm installation selections page, click Install.
