SHS-3T2

Note: Typical wiring method shall be in accordance with the applicable section of the National Electrical Code, ANSI/NFPA 70  
or ANSI/NFPA 72 and CSA C22.1, Canadian Electrical Code, Part I, Safety Standard for Electrical Installations.

Recommended Cable Type: Solid/Stranded Copper AWG 18-12 (or equivalent)

Drop Tile Ceiling Installation

AtlasIED recommends all SHS-3T2 speaker installations in drop tile ceilings use the  
SHS-3T2-TB tile bridge accessory (sold separately).

1.  Remove the wall mount bracket adapter ring and wall mount bracket from  
the SHS-3T2.

2. Remove 2' x 2' or 2' x 4' tile.

3. Set the SHS-3T2-TB tile bridge on the tile to determine the location the location  
 where the hole for the speaker should be cutout.

4. Mark the cutout circle in the desired location, 2.75" mounting hole.

5. Using a 2.75" hole saw, drill out the hole for the sound chamber.

6.  Place SHS-3T2-TB on top of the ceiling tile and the SHS-3T2 speaker on top of the tile bridge, with the sound chamber located in the  
newly created hole. Terminate the service loop to the Phoenix style connector provided (please note polarity) or connect the Cat5e cables  
to the analog in and analog out ports.

7. Adjust tap selector switch to desired wattage setting.

8.  If being used with an AtlasIED Z-Series High Definition Acoustical System using Cat5e cables, ensure the correct zone selection is made.  
If using with a standard 70V / 100V analog amplifier and speaker wire, ensure all connected speakers are operating on Zone 1.

9. Put the ceiling tile back into the ceiling support structure.

10.  Install correct diffuser onto the sound chamber based on installation requirements, 8mm, 4mm, or 4mm with perforated lens (Direct Field), by 
screwing the diffuser onto the sound chamber and then attaching the appropriate lens, solid or perforated.

11.  For safety and seismic considerations, AtlasIED strongly suggests that the included support wire be installed by connecting the eyelet to one of 
the screw holes left open by removal of the wall mount bracket adapter ring and connected to a suitable anchor point above the ceiling grid. 

Wall Mount Installation

1. The SHS-3T2 ships ready to be wall mounted out of the box.

2. The included universal wall mount bracket incorporates multiple hole patters to   
 facilitate installation in a variety of scenarios. Note: AtlasIED recommends securing   
 the wall bracket to a stud or other load bearing structure.

3.  Drill a hole in the wall large enough to fit the speaker wires or Cat5e cables that  
will be connected to the source unit and additional speakers.

4.  Secure the wall bracket to the wall using appropriate screws near the hole cut  
in step 3.

5.  Determine wall mount speaker angle to ensure wiring can be properly connected. 
Note: After selecting desired angle of speaker, make sure to tighten the locking  
screw fully to lock in place

6. Terminate the service loop to the Phoenix style connector provided (please note   
 polarity) or connect the Cat5e cables to the analog in and analog out ports.

7. Adjust tap selector switch to desired wattage setting.

8.  If being used with an AtlasIED Z-Series High Definition Acoustical System using Cat5e cables, ensure the correct zone selection is made.  
If using with a standard 70V / 100V analog amplifier and speaker wire, ensure all connected speakers are operating on Zone 1.

9. Attach the included spacer to the front of the SHS-3T2.

10.  Install correct diffuser onto the sound chamber based on installation requirements, 8mm, 4mm, or 4mm with perforated lens (Direct Field),  
by screwing the diffuser onto the sound chamber and then attaching the appropriate lens, solid or perforated.

Pendant Mount Installation Using Support Wire

1. Remove the wall mount bracket adapter ring and wall mount bracket from the SHS-3T2.

2. Locate suitable support structure in the area the speaker is to be installed.

3.  Route the bare end of the main support cable though the loop on the top of the speaker, then through the 
loop end of the wire, and pull wire through the loop.

4.  Adjust the cable length so that the end of the cable is at the final height above the floor leaving enough wire 
at the end to tie off the cable to the mounting structure.

5.  Terminate the service loop to the Phoenix style connector provided (please note polarity) or connect the  
Cat5e cables to the analog in and analog out ports.

6. Adjust tap selector switch to desired wattage setting.

7.  If being used with an AtlasIED Z-Series High Definition Acoustical System using Cat5e cables, ensure the 
correct zone selection is made. If using with a standard 70V / 100V analog amplifier and speaker wire, ensure 
all connected speakers are operating on Zone 1.

8. Attach the included spacer to the front of the SHS-3T2.

9.  Install correct diffuser onto the sound chamber based on installation requirements, 8mm, 4mm, or 4mm with perforated lens  
(Direct Field), by screwing the diffuser onto the sound chamber and then attaching the appropriate lens, solid or perforated.

Pendant Mount Installation Via Down Pipe (Not-Included) Using 3/4" Diameter 
Ceiling Fan Hardware

1. Locate suitable support structure in the area the speaker is to be installed.

2. Mount the ceiling mount canopy and down pipe per manufacturer instructions

3.  Route the speaker wire or Cat5e cables through the down pipe and through the 3/4" hole on the top of the 
wall mount bracket so they can be terminated at the speaker.

4.  Terminate the service loop to the Phoenix style connector provided (please note polarity) or connect the 
Cat5e cables to the analog in and analog out ports.

5. Adjust tap selector switch to desired wattage setting.

6.  If being used with an AtlasIED Z-Series High Definition Acoustical System using Cat5e cables, ensure the 
correct zone selection is made. If using with a standard 70V / 100V analog amplifier and speaker wire, ensure 
all connected speakers are operating on Zone 1.

7.  Return the wall mount bracket into the locking position with the wall mount bracket adapter ring. Tighten the 
locking screw fully to lock in place.

8. Screw the SHS-3T2 onto the threaded end of the down pipe.

9. Attach the included spacer to the front of the SHS-3T2.

10.  Install correct diffuser onto the sound chamber based on installation requirements, 8mm, 4mm, or 4mm with 
perforated lens (Direct Field), by screwing the diffuser onto the sound chamber and then attaching the appropriate lens, solid or perforated.

Painting the SHS Diffuser and Solid Lens
If the installation requires matching the SHS diffuser and lens to the ceiling color, there are three options.

1.  In dry wall installations where the ceiling is going to be painted and the SHS is already installed. Make sure to mask the sound chamber and do 
not install the diffuser and lens until painting is completed. Use a paint that is suitable for both plastic and metal to paint the diffuser and lens to 
match the ceiling color before installing them on the sound chamber. Note: Do not paint the perforated lens.

2.  In drop tile ceiling installations using non-white tiles use a paint that is suitable for both plastic and metal to paint the diffuser and lens to match 
the tile color before installing them on the sound chamber. Make sure to mask the sound chamber before painting. Note: Do not paint the 
perforated lens.

3.  AtlasIED offers a custom UV-printing service through DesignLab™ by AtlasIED custom match process that is available for an additional fee. This 
service requires an image or sample submittal of the material to be matched. AtlasIED will then supply a custom lens mount, trim ring and lens.
