A.  Place the mounting template with dimensions on the surface of a wall in a desired flat position.

B. Use adrill to drill the 4 holes marked on the mounting template. Remove the template when drilling
is complete.

C. Push or hammer screw anchors into the drilled holes.

A. Detach the wall bracket from the device and loosen the four screw on the rear cover using a
screwdriver.

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A.  Align the screw holes of the wall bracket with the holes in the wall and fix them to the wall with the

C. Connect the cables of RJ45, power, and electric-lock to the terminal block as mentioned in
connectors description (page 4).
D. Press the Lock button for 3 seconds to get the IP address of intercom by voice. Input access
password or press the indoor switch to check electric-lock installation.
